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About World Diabetes Day

World Diabetes Day (WDD) is the world’s largest diabetes awareness campaign reaching
a global audience of over 1 billion people in over 160 countries. It is marked every year
on 14 November, the birthday of Sir Frederick Banting, who co-discovered insulin along
with Charles Best in 1922.

WDD was created in 1991 by International Diabetes Federation (IDF) and the World
Health Organization and became an official United Nations Day in 2006 with the passage
of United Nations Resolution 61/225.

Know your risk of type 2 diabetes
Type 2 diabetes accounts for over 90% of all diabetes and can often be delayed or
prevented. The International Diabetes Federation has developed a short online risk
assessment to help individuals learn about their risk of developing type 2 diabetes within
the next ten years. The test, available in multiple languages, is based on the Finnish
